Species Focus:

A team of local professionals and area conservation agencies developed a list of invasive species to focus the public education campaign. The focus
plant list does not include every invasive plant species known to exist in Carlton County; however these are the species that are most common and
pose the highest threat to native plant communities. Always read and follow chemical label recommendations. What follows is identification and
control information on each focus plant specie. This information is also available on the SWCD’s website at www.carltonswcd.org

Plant: Creeping perennial that can grow to 6 to 15 feet high. There are both male

and female plants.

Habitat: Cropland, roadsides and disturbed pastures.

Leaves: Alternate, smooth, oblong, tapering and directly attached to the stem with
prickly margins.

Flowers: Small pink to purple in color and are about 3/4 inches in diameter. Male

and female flowers are normally on separate plants.

Fruit/Seeds: No Fruit. Seeds are smooth, light brown to straw color and remain

viable in soil for 20 years.

Repetitive hand pulling or mowing during the early bud stage. Late spring burns are
most detrimental. Approved herbicide following label directions.




Plant: Grows 3' to 5'in shaded areas.A stem branches toward the top into short stems. Mowing or hand cutting (Gloves and other protective clothing is recom-
Habitat: It is found on roadways, fence rows, stream beds and in abandoned farm lands. mended when pulling or handling, as the toxins can be absorbed through the skin.)
Leaves: Fern like appearance and are strongly aromatic when crushed. Approved herbicide following label directions.

Flowers: Bright yellow daisy-like flowers are arranged in clusters at the stem tips.
they bloom from July to October.

Fruit/Seeds: No Fruit. Seeds are yellowish brown with short, five-toothed crowns.
Seeds are dispersed by wind and water.

Plant: Biennial herb that ranges in growth from tiny plants to about 3 feet tall. Prevention is the recommended control option. Remove plants prior to seed set.
Habitat: Grows in a wide range of soils, sun, shade and moisture. It grows in wet soil near |Pull by hand before flowering starts or the flower stalk can be cut at ground level
creeks and on dry steep slopes. It can grow under the shade of other plants. after flowering. Also prescribed burning is used. Approved herbicide following
Leaves: Mature leaves are triangular, becoming smaller toward the top of the plant. label directions.

In early spring the roots and new leaves smell like garlic.
Flowers: White, small flowers with four separate petals appear in spring
Fruits/Seeds: Thin capsules containing a single row of black seeds. Viable for 5 years




Plant: Deep-rooted perennial growing to a height of 2 to 3 feet.

Habitat: Rangelands and pastures

Leaves: Spirally arranged on the stem.

Flower: Small flowers are yellowish-green, arranged in clusters, and enclosed in
yellow bracts which bloom June into fall.

Fruit/Seeds: No fruit. Seeds are oblong, gray to purple, and are in clusters of three.
Viable in soil for 7 years.

Prescribed burning and approved herbicide following label directions.

Plant: Short-lived perennial that grows 2 to 3 feet tall

Habitat: Dry sandy soil, mostly along roadsides and in pastures.

Leaves: Pale green which are 1 to 3 inches long.

Flower : Pink to light purple and sit on tips of stems, giving the flower area a spotted
appearance. They bloom from July through September.

Fruit/Seeds: No fruit. Seeds are brownish, less than 1/4" long. Viable in soil for 7 years

Non-Chemical: Pulling, mowing and prescribed burns are helpful. Seed head flies,
seed head weevils and root boring weevils are used in prevention. Approved herbicide
following label directions.




Invasive Aquatic Plants

Plant: Submersed, rooted perennial that can grow to 15 feet long. Harvesting, underwater rot tilling, installation of bottom barriers, diver hand pulling and
Habitat: Shallow waters (less that 30 feet deep) dredging. Remember: A DNR permit (no fee) is required in public waters and protected
Leaves: Threadlike, typically uniform in diameter. Becomes limp when out of water. wetlands.

Flower: Reddish and very small. They are held above the water on an emerged
Flower: Reddish and very small. They are held above the water on an emerged
Fruit/Seeds: The fruit is 4-lobed, splitting into 4 nutlets.

Plant: Wetland perennial that can reach over 9 feet tall. Digging and hand pulling the entire rootstock when it is flowering. Approved herbicide
Habitat: Lakeshores, wetlands, ponds, wet pastures and ditches. following label directions. Remember a DNR permit (no fee) is required in public waters
Leaves: Long and narrow with pointed tips and smooth edges. They are arranged and protected wetlands.

opposite of each other in pairs which alternates down the stalk.
Flower: Magenta in color and they are found on tall, narrow spikes from July to October.
Fruit/Seeds: No Fruit. Seeds develop in a capsule less that 1 inch long.
